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Editor’s Introductory Note

This Collection of Papers includes contributions of numerous foreign and do-
mestic scholars who took part in the International Scientific Conference “Legal
Protection of Vulnerable Groups”, held at the Faculty of Law in Ni$ on the 18th
and 19th May 2015. The Conference was organized by the Centre for Legal and
Social Research, within the events marking the 55th Anniversary of the Faculty
of Law, University of Nis.

The choice of the Conference topic has been governed by the intention of legal
scholars to contribute to improving the underprivileged legal position of vulner-
able groups in diverse legal relations, such as those involving children, the elder-
ly, persons with disabilities, victims of violence, victims of war, minorities, con-
victed offenders, consumers and other “weaker” contracting parties, patients,
economically dependent subjects, etc. The legal protection of vulnerable groups
is a highly topical issue considering the growing discrepancies and inequalities
at both global and regional level. In this context, law may provide relevant guid-
ance for prospective positive change.

The Conference was attended by 70 participants, who presented a total number
of 63 oral reports. On this occasion, we would like to thank all the authors who
contributed their papers to this publication. First of all, we wish to acknowledge
the participation of a large number of prominent foreign scholars from the fol-
lowing institutions: Faculty of Law, University of Salzburg (Austria); Max Plank
Institute for Comparative and International Private Law, Hamburg (Germany);
